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Dear Flea Market Exhibitor,

We are pleased to announce CONTINUATION OF THE FLEA MARKET AT EASTERN MARKET in Washington, DC, EVERY SUNDAY.  In 2011 we continued an agreement with the District of Columbia for OUR 28th SEASON, our 19th at Hine Junior High School.  We are able to accommodate 100 EXHIBITORS EACH WEEK.
The flea market is located along 7th Street SE at C Street on the Hine School grounds between Pennsylvania and N. Carolina Avenues SE, ON CAPITOL HILL.  The Eastern Market Metro Station (Orange/Blue Lines) is at 7th & Pennsylvania.  The location is enhanced by a fine urban neighborhood.  It is A FUN PLACE TO SELL.

Two space sizes are available: SINGLE SPACES 10' X 10' $70, or DOUBLE SPACES 10’ X 20’ $140

PREPAYMENT AND A ONE TIME NON-REFUNDABLE $30 APPLICATION FEE IS REQUIRED.  The prepayment should be for one Sunday only. It will be either refunded or transferred for use on another Sunday if you cancel 36 hours in advance or if we cannot accommodate you.  When you exhibit, reservations and prepayments for a future Sunday will be taken by staff onsite. 

A PREPAYMENT WILL NOT GUARANTEE A SPACE ASSIGNMENT, but will assure a place on our waiting list for the date specified on the reservation, if your product qualifies for the market. We do not confirm reservations. However we shall try to contact you at least 48 hours in advance of your reservation, if we think we cannot accommodate you. Please note that in fair weather demand often overwhelms supply of available space.
Exhibitors must bring their own tables and chairs and overhead protection from bad weather.  Spaces are outdoors on asphalt, uncovered and without shade. Advertised hours are 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.

At 8:15 a.m., Assistant Managers VERNON BURNETT or DAVID WRIGHT will greet exhibitors who do not have permanent space assignments outside the 7th Street pedestrian entrance to the Hine School yard. While waiting, do not park in the adjacent parking lot, which you may use, if space is available, only after receiving a space assignment and unloading.
Most of our exhibitors are assigned PERMANENT SPACES.  This means that they do not have to wait for to be assigned a space each morning.  Permanent exhibitors must remove vehicles by 8 am, with no exceptions. Gates to Hine School are opened at 6 a.m. 

Generally, to maintain a permanent space, exhibitors are expected to prepay for the next Sunday, to exhibit three out of every four Sundays on average and, most importantly, to communicate with us in advance whenever they cannot attend. To request a permanent space, a minimum of one year of exhibition is required. Note however, the waiting list is long.

In support, we shall continue ADVERTISING in selected publications, with distributions to the community and to major hotels, and at easternmarket.net, which attracted about 3 million visitors last year. Additionally, its periodic newsletter now has more than 6000 subscribers.

While we continue to emphasize antiques, arts, collectibles, crafts and imports in advertising, other merchandise is eligible. Presently, jewelry, clothing and accessories, and food sellers are being placed on waiting lists.  Prohibited items include animals, weapons, explicit sexual material, personal services, illegal CDs, DVDs, and other unauthorized “knock offs.” We are also no longer accepting bicycle sellers. Exhibitors should not bring dogs and other pets.

No vendor's license is required.  However, exhibitors are required to collect and pay appropriate sales taxes to the DC government. Information is available at 202-727-4TAX or in person at 941 N. Capitol Street, Customer Service Center on the first floor.

Rules and Regulations

Thank you for your participation at The Flea Market at Eastern Market.  In order to keep the market a success and to ensure the safety and security of exhibitors, the public, and staff, it is imperative that all exhibitors follow these basic rules.  

Set-up:

· All permanent exhibitors must be on-site and have removed their vehicle from the lot by 8 AM – no exceptions.  Late arrivals will not be allowed to set up.

· All exhibitors must unload, park and then set up afterwards.

· All tents, umbrellas and displays must be sufficiently secured to withstand bad weather.

Load-out:

· No vehicles should be on the display area before 5 PM or before management announces an earlier time.  Changes to load-out time is determined by staff and is dependant on weather conditions and time of the year.

· All exhibitors must break down and pack first and then retrieve and load vehicle.

· No queuing up of vehicles in the parking lot prior to load-out time. For safety purposes, an aisle must be kept open throughout the day.

Space Assignments:

· All exhibitors must stay inside their assigned space markings.  No chairs, display or products in the public aisles – no exceptions.

· All exhibitors must keep their area clean.  No trash left at the end of the day.  No spills, stains or permanent markings on the grounds or fence.

· No subleasing of space assignment.  Exhibitors must notify management of any request for representatives of their business replacing or substituting for them in advance of such change.

Payments and/or Pre-payments:

· All exhibitors must be prepaid at least one week in advance.

· All exhibitors must come with fees in hand for future prepayments.

· Collection of future space fees will begin at 12:00 PM each Sunday.

· If prepayment is used on any Sunday, exhibitor must reinstate their prepayment before coming back to the Flea Market – no exceptions
· All permanent exhibitors should attend for 3 out of 4 Sundays in order to retain their space assignment, which remains a management discretion.

· All exhibitors are required to collect and pay appropriate sales tax to the District of Columbia.

Prohibitions:

· No pets, loud music, bulk trash or broken glass in trashcans. See manager for broken glass box.

· No unauthorized sales of beverages.

· Exhibitors are accepted for a specific type of merchandise and cannot switch product categories without notifying management. In the interest of a diverse marketplace, jewelry, clothing, accessories and food sellers are presently being placed on waiting lists.

· Prohibited sales items include: unauthorized food, animals, weapons, explicit sexual material, personal services, illegal CDs, DVDs and other unauthorized “knock-offs.” Other products may also be deemed inappropriate for the product mix.

All exhibitors must adhere to all rules and regulations. The first violation will result in a one-week suspension.  The second infraction will result in a one-month suspension. The third and final infraction will result in permanent suspension, which may also be exercised at any time without prior warning at management's discretion. 
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
